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ABSTRACT

Islamic business ethics, is a set of values about the good, bad, right, and
wrong is also our attitudes and rules in the business world that refers to and
guided by the Qur'an and the Hadist, in other words the business world live
according to God's commandments and avoid His prohibitions. Sharia banking
operations is a procedure of operations or activities of the Islamic Bank, which
refers to the provisions of the Qur'an and hadith, especially regarding the
procedures business in Islam.

The purpose of this study was to determine whether the existing Islamic
Bank bismis know about the ethics of Islam and has been applying and
implementing Islamic business ethics in its operations or business activities.
Because now Islamic Bank has been growing very rapidly it is to note regarding
the application of Islamic business ethics in every operation so that no problems
arise or fraud that occurs in Islamic banking.

The method used in this research is survey method with data analysis
techniques using quantitative methods. In this study, researchers deploy 31
questionnaires in 31 populations in five Islamic Bank in Bandung. Data collection
techniques in this study is the documentation and questionnaires. The method
used to analyze the data by simple linear regression using SPSS version 20

The results of this study indicate that there is a positive and significant
relationship between business ethics of Islam with Islamic banking operations.
This is reinforced by the coefficient of determination that Islamic business ethics
contributes 57.7% to the Islamic banking operations, while the remaining 42.3%
are other factors that affect Islamic banking operations.
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
